Kimm Harty Chair, called the meeting to order at approximately 9:00 a.m.  
 
I.    Approval of Minutes 
 

Pamela Grubaugh made a correction to the minutes, second page, second paragraph, should 
read “programmatic.”  Pamela Grubaugh-Littig moved to approve the October 10, 2007 
minutes as amended.  Susan Zarekarizi, seconded the motion.  The minutes were 
unanimously approved.  

          
II.     Reports from Agencies on Any Anticipated Projects 
 

Dave Grierson, Division of Forestry, Fire and State Lands, reported there is one item on the 
RDCC Management listing the Green River Oil and Gas Lease Offering VIII Project 
#7198, comments are due by November 16, 2007.  He briefly discussed the Bear Lake 
Comprehensive Plan. 
 
Bill Schlotthauer, Division of Water Rights, reported there will be a meeting held in Price 
on Wednesday, December 6 at 6:30 P.M. on water right applications in Argyle Canyon 
please see attached.  
 
Carmen Bailey, DWR, reported not too much going on right now.  DWR has put a bid on 
some property at Little Hole, and they are disposing of some property at Sunset Mountain. 
 
Brian Cottam, GOPB, distributed a decision that was made by the Quality Growth 
Commission a couple of weeks ago (late October)  on the LeRay McCallister Conservation 
Fund, it shows ten or more projects that were funded.  If you have any questions about the 
projects/funding John Bennett from GOPB would be the contact person. 
 



Kim Hood, GOPB, has been appointed as the new Director of Administrative Services she 
is no longer the State Planning Coordinator. Possibly by next month he should have an 
update on the status of a new State Planning Coordinator. 

 
Jeannette Matovich, BLM, reported Selma Sierra was sworn in as the new BLM state 
director on November 14.  There are no answers yet regarding the Kimball decision. 
The solicitor is still reviewing, and they hope to have more information by next 
month's meeting.  On November 21, 10 a.m., BLM Salt Lake Field Office, Utah 
State Office, the State, and cooperators, are meeting to discuss the state-funded 
socioeconomic analysis, in the interest of Richfield Field Office upcoming DRMP. 
 
The Field Offices have been dealing with a large NEPA workload, especially 
involving seismic activity. BLM has added new environmental analysis positions in 
Vernal (Kelly Buckner) and Fillmore (Matthew Rajala); a selection is pending in 
Kanab, and another position will be flagged in Cedar City.  The Utah State Office 
also hopes to increase their present planning staff.  Please check the ENBB web site 
for updates on comment periods for EA's.  Jeanette’s phone number is 801/539-
4232. 

 

Pam Grubaugh-Littig, DOGM, reported the Coal Regulatory Program has a 
shortfall of about $450,000.   This shortfall is due to the Office of Surface Mining 
not funding the Utah program for all of the federal lands portion (i.e. OSM funded 
the Utah Coal Program at 71% and it should have been 88%).   The 88% is a 
formula that OSM and Utah agreed upon in 1987 (known as the Cooperative 
Agreement, 30 CFR Part 944). This formula represents the amount of federal land 
where coal permitting occurs in Utah (88% of the coal permitting is on federal 
lands).  
 
The Lila Canyon extension of the Horse Canyon Mine - the original application was 
submitted in 1998 and it has been in process since.   The Division of Oil, Gas, and 
Mining (DOGM) is working on the Section 106 process (it was delegated to Utah 
from the federal Office of Surface Mining).  The final cultural survey report was 
just submitted to DOGM last week.   DOGM has a draft programmatic agreement 
and draft MOA which will be sent to consulting parties soon. 

 
 

Kimm Harty, UGS, gave the Committee an early Christmas gift (geologic 
calendar).  
 
Susan Zarekarizi, Parks and Recreation, reported there are several RMP’s they are 
working on in the next year – Anasazi State Park, Yuba State Park (in conjunction 
with BLM) and they may be re-doing Antelope State Park RMP. They are going to 
re-vamp their policies and procedures for issuing leases,  easements, and rights of 
ways on State Park property. 
 



Todd Stonely, Div. Water Resources, reported he had good news there would be a 
possibility Water Resources could give a presentation next month on the Lake 
Powell Pipeline project.  He will contact Eric Millis. 
. 
 
Jonathan Jemming, PLPCO, discussed the status of the agency/OPB/PLPCO MOUs 
in light of the departure of Kim Hood to her new position as head of Administrative 
Services. 
 
Jonathan also mentioned the need to give review of matters brought to the RDCC 
clearinghouse.  As a matter of assistance, Jonathan will attempt to contact particular 
agencies when it appears there are specific items relevant to their professional area 
of expertise. 
 
There was additional discussion regarding the need for maps when proposing 
projects.   This will help water quality in particular to exercise their regulatory 
comments.
