Susan Zarekarizi, Chair, called the meeting to order at approximately 9:00 a.m.  
 
I.   Approval of Minutes 
 

The minutes from the February 13, 2006 meeting were approved with minor corrections, Dave Tabet 
is from UGS not DOGM, a motion to approve the minutes was made by Dave Grierson and seconded by 
Kimm Harty.  The motion passed unanimously. 
 
II. Long Range Transportation Plan – Sam Klemm (WFRC) 
 

Sam Klemm, WFRC, gave a brief summary of the Wasatch Front Regional Council including 
membership.  The purpose of the Regional Council is a metropolitan planning organization which 
prioritizes and plans major highway and transit improvements.  The draft update to the Regional 
Transportation Plan was presented along with two maps showing proposed highways and transit projects.  
The maps were divided into Phase 1, 2007-2015; Phase 2, 2016-2025; and Phase 3, 2026-2030.  A brief 
review of the principal highway and transit projects on the maps was given.  Those projects included the 
Mountain View Corridor freeway on the west side of Salt Lake County; commuter rail south; TRAX to 
West Jordan/South Jordan, to West Valley City, to the Salt Lake City airport, and to Draper; bus rapid 
transit projects in south Davis County and Ogden City; the North Legacy Highway in northern Davis and 
western Weber Counties, numerous arterial streets (especially east/west) in all three counties.  There were 
several questions focusing on timing, congestion relief and air quality (please see attached maps). 
 
  RDCC Process – Jonathan (Jonny) Jemming (PLPCO) 
 
 Jonny, PLPCO, reported to the Committee.  He has been going on a road show to several counties 
explaining the RDCC process.  RDCC was created by Governor Calvin Rampton back in 1977 and it was 
actually called the Environmental Coordinating Committee (ECC), it was basically set up a mini 



 
 

 
 

environmental assessment process.  He has presented this to 14 counties in the last 2 1/2 months (please see 
attached power point presentation). 
   
III.        Reports from Agencies on Any Anticipated Projects 
 
 Kimm Harty, UGS, reported UGS is expecting to receive around $2 million over the next 2 years 
because of the Snake Valley bill that was passed through the legislature.  Most of the money will go to drill 
very deep test wells in the West Desert project.  The project will begin July 1st or before if possible. 
 
 Dave Grierson, Division of Forestry, Fire and State Lands (DFFSL), reported they have no 
project on the project management listing at this time however, there is a project that is forthcoming on the 
west side of the Great Salt Lake on the north arm they have a $22,000 salty evaporation pond proposal 
coming through for review.  Great Salt Lake Minerals is expanding their operation and they would like a 
salty evaporation pond on the west side also, expanding a little bit in Bear River bay. 
 
  Dave also reported Joel Frandsen will be retiring in a couple of weeks. 
 
 Bill Schlotthauer, Div. Water Rights, reported a press release went out on Monday March 5, 2007. 
 The Barcus Study data collection is finished and they are in the process of putting together the in house 
draft.  Kimball Goddard USGS, Chief in Carson City, will be at Department of Natural Resources March 26, 
2007 (auditorium). 
 
 Sam Klemm, WFRC, reported they have been under contract with Division of Emergency Services 
to do a natural hazard survey in Davis, Salt Lake, Tooele, Weber, and Morgan counties.  It should be 
completed in about 1 year. 
 

Jeanette Matovich, BLM, gave an update of upcoming BLM projects - BLM's goal is to finish the 
RMPs for Price, Vernal, Kanab, Moab, Monticello, and Richfield field offices by June of 2008.  Please 
continue to check ENBB website for information.   

 
     John Ruple, PLPCO, reported the Forest Services' ongoing analysis of which portions of the 
Dixie, Fishlake, and Uinta National Forests are suitable for oil and gas leasing. For lands determined to be 
suitable for oil and gas leasing, the Forest Service will also determine what lease requirements (stipulations) 
are necessary for resource protection.  He explained that, as a cooperating agency, PLPCO has been asked 
to provide input on the operating standards applicable to future development and requested agency 
comments by March 20, 2007.  John also explained that this request should be treated as part of the 
deliberative process and therefore not subject to disclosure under GRAMA.   

 
 Lori Hunsaker, PLPCO, reported the 9-mile canyon National Register Nomination was still 

pending and a member of the public has proposed a new nomination 
 
 Brian Cottam, GOPB, reported the legislature funded the Le Ray McCallister 2 ½ million 

dollars.  He is going to ask John Bennett to give a presentation to RDCC. 
  

Shane Marshall, UDOT, reported there is going to be a Draft EIS for Mountain View Corridor 
and, I-15 to Utah County.  Both drafts should be out by September, October of this year. 

 
       Jonathan Jemming (Jonny), PLPCO, recognized Kimm Harty as Chair for RDCC for the past 

two years and presented her with a plaque. 
 
 Susan Zarekarizi, Div. Parks and Recreation, reported that comments on the Draft Great Salt 

Lake Marina RMP are due April 2, 2007.
